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Some thoughts to help you. ..
Along Your Journey in Faith

“Lord, teach us to pray, as John taught his disciples,”
one of the apostles asked Jesus. They wanted a club
prayer just like the one that John the Baptist’s followers
had. Do you remember the prayer that Jesus then gave
them? It began. . .”Our Father, Who art in heaven. . .”

Someone taught each of us those simple first prayers we
learned as children. Was it. . .”Now, | lay me down to
sleep. . .”? or “Angel of God, my guardian dear. . .”?
Those first prayers whose words were simple, innocent
and child-like gave way to the more sophisticated Ni-
cene Creed or the Magnificat or the Divine Office.

In learning to pray and in growing in our prayer lives,
perhaps we forget that prayer is often ‘the utterance of
a restless soul.” Our restlessness comes from the longing
for God, the desire of our hearts and souls to be one
with Him. . .not just when we are speaking or thinking
the words, but always. Our hearts and souls yearn for
an assurance that God really loves us.

There is one prayer we all learned, especially if we
spent any time in a Catholic elementary school. Its
words bind our hearts and souls to God’s love not just at
the moment of the words spoken, but all day long with
every thought, word, or action that we do. Everything
that we do or say or don’t do or don’t say, then binds us
to God and becomes a prayer. Try it today and see if
I’m right.

REMEMBER
Tomorrow morning, when you wake up, pray these words

“The Morning Offering”
O Jesus, through the Immaculate Heart of Mary,
| offer You my prayers, works, joys, and
sufferings of this day,
In union with the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass
throughout the world,
In reparation for sin, especially my own sins,
And for the intentions of our Holy Father,
the Pope.

Then, see if your day is spent closer to God as You walk
with Him Along Your Journey In Faith.
