e | am encouraged that we have finally started con-
struction on the handicap lift. When will we re-
place the heating/AC system and refurbish the rest-
rooms? Hopefully very soon.

e The lift looks like it’s done. When are we going to
start using it?

Hurrah! Our handicapped lift is complete and already
being used. Ushers have been trained on its operation
although it’s as simple to run as any building elevator.

This has been a project long needed at St. Therese and
thanks to many, many people it has finally been real-
ized. First, thanks to you, our generous parishioners
who responded to the “Faith in Our Future” campaign.
Because of your donations, our team of parish overseers
of buildings and grounds (who call themselves “The
Over-the-Hill Gang”) handled the whole project and
came in at $5,000 under budget.

Second, thanks to all the guys in the ‘Gang’ without
whose life skills in construction, electricity, and hard,
physical labor some of us would still be climbing the
stairs. Headed by their project leader, Jim Roach, the
‘Gang’ consists of Tom Bruneau, Bob Carver (general
contractor), Bill Doherty, Bart Hafferkamp, Bob Kra-
towicz (electrician), Loyd Skarda, Dick Sleyster (electri-
cian), and Dick Stader. There isn’t enough thanks and
expressions of appreciation and gratitude in the English
language for the hard work and dedication to St.
Therese Parish for these terrific men.

The equipment was purchased from Access Elevator,
Inc., Cudahy, WI; Ted Cheney, Sales Rep., Tonya Allen,
Project Manager, and Bill & Greg, technicians/installers.
Kueny Architects, L.L.C., Pleasant Prairie, WI provided
Jon Wallenkamp and Rodrigo Gutierrez who did the ar-
chitectural design.

To celebrate the completion of this project (and ensure
that all who are ‘lifted up and down’ are done so
safely), a little blessing ceremony will take place during
the 4 o’clock Mass today.

As to the heating/air conditioning systems and the rest-
rooms, one of our ‘gang” members is taking another look
at our systems to learn exactly what our problems are.
Both projects could be tackled if the “Faith in Our Fu-
ture” campaign monies are received as pledged. This,
of course, is up to the people in our parish.

Boy Scout Religious Emblems Awarded

Cub and Boy Scouts and their adult leaders will
receive the Catholic Religious Emblem Awards
during the annual awards Mass celebrated today.

The Catholic Committee on Scouting offers a
Catholic Religious Emblems program for youth in
the Archdiocese of Milwaukee who are members
of Boy Scouts of America in both the Cub and Boy
Scout levels. The emblem is given by the Catholic
Church in recognition of the scout’s growing in his
faith while living the scout promise of Duty to God
and the twelfth point of the Scout Law, to be
Reverent.

The program has workbooks for the various age
levels in the scouting program meant to increase
knowledge of the Catholic faith while progressing
through the ranks. A Tiger or Wolf scout can earn
the Light of Christ. A Bear or Webelo cn earn the
Parvuli Dei. After completing the sixth grade and
being with the troop for six months, scouts can
earn the Ad Altare Dei. When a scout reaches the
9th grade, he can earn he Pope Pius Xl award.

There are also Adult Religious emblems awards as
well. The Bronze Pelican and the St. George
Award are handed out for many years of service
to the program.

The Pope Paul VI award and the National Gold
Medallion Award are Scout unit awards which
troop 520 earned last year and was a finalist this
year.
