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Some thoughts to help you . . . 
         Along Your Journey in Faith 
(While Father Mike is on vacation, he offers a series of reflections 
on the Gospel of John from  today’s Mass.) 
 
Last week, we began a five-week pause from the proclama-
tion of the Gospel according to Mark to hear the series of 
discourses on the Bread of Life.  It presents Jesus’ teaching 
that He is the Bread of Life, the food that will forever sus-
tain those who believe in him.  Jesus interprets the Pass-
over with a Eucharistic theme.  He does not do away with 
the feast of the old covenant, but through the miracle of 
the multiplication of the loaves and fishes, gives it a new 
meaning relationship to the Eucharist.  The miracle of the 
loaves and fishes prefigures the superabundance of this 
unique bread of his Eucharist, and parallels the Gospels of 
Mark, Mathew, and Luke. 
 
Often in the discourses the crowds  ask questions of Jesus 
or among themselves in a effort to understand what He is 
teaching.  In today’s Gospel, the crowds posed three ques-
tions to Jesus; 
• When did you get here? 
• What can we do to accomplish the works of God? 
• What sign can you do that we may see and believe in 

you? 
 
Jesus answers each question as a good teacher would.  He 
addresses their concerns  and responds to them with the 
correct teaching that prods and pushes the crowd directing 
them toward a new insight.   
 
The crowd learns: 
• The Son of Man whom the Father has sent will provide 

the imperishable food for which they should work; 
• There is nothing they need to do except believe in or-

der to receive this food for it comes to them through 
God’s initiative—it cannot be earned; 

• Jesus is the new Moses, the one through whom the Fa-
ther gives the true bread of heaven. 

 
At the conclusion of this Gospel, the crowds respond ea-
gerly to Jesus’ teaching expressing their desire for the 
bread  about which he has spoken.   
 
Sometimes, participation in the Eucharist can become so 
routine, its meaning is lost, even though the sacrament 
doesn’t lose its efficacy.  After this Gospel is read at Mass 
today, reflect on the level of your desire for the Eucharis-
tic bread and the renewal of your commitment to Jesus, 
the Bread of Life.  Father Mike
