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Some thoughts to help you . . .
Along Your Journey in Faith

(Father Mike is taking a break in guiding us Along Our Journey
in Faith. But he offers these thoughts about today’s Gospel in
order to better understand and reflect upon Jesus’ message.)

John’s Gospel today begins with the Jews murmuring
about Jesus in an attempt to
understand who He really is.
As we heard in last Sunday’s
Gospel, Jesus claimed, “l am
the bread of life,” the “true
bread from heaven.” This
assertion that Jesus made,
clearly wupset the Jews.
Their murmuring is reminiscent of the Israelites’ grum-
bling against Moses when they were in the desert and
could not find water to drink and against both Moses and
Aaron when they were hungry and the Lord responded
by raining down manna from heaven.

Just as the Lord responded to the Israelites’ grumbling
by providing water and food for them in the desert, Je-
sus seemingly overhears the murmuring of the Jews and
then quells it by revealing more of His identity to them.
He does not deny that He is the son of Joseph and Mary,
but through his statements, the Jews do learn that the
Father in heaven and Jesus stand in a unique relation-
ship to one another. The Father draws people to Jesus,
the Bread of Life, and Jesus, because He has seen the
Father, reveals the Father to those who believe in Him,
the one whom the Father has sent.

On these five Sundays of Ordinary Time, when passages from
the Gospel according to John from the Bread of Life discourse
are proclaimed, often one of the songs that we sing is “Eat
This Bread” by Taize. Part of the chorus is taken from the
words of this Gospel. . .”I am the living bread. . .”

Because John’s Gospel does not include the story about the
Last Supper, some Scripture scholars consider Jesus’ words’. .
.”l am the living bread. . .” to be the Eucharistic words in-
stead of “Take it and eat; this is my body.”

Rather than highlighting His sacrifice for the sins of all, Jesus’
words in John’s Gospel focuses on the gift of eternal life that
comes from Him because He Himself has come from the Fa-
ther. This gift also shows how Jesus himself provides the life-
giving bread that sustains spiritually and not just physically as
did the manna gift to the Israelites in the desert. Because of
the gift of this sacred bread, murmuring about Jesus is no
longer necessary.

REMEMBER
Re-read John’s Gospel (Chapter 6, verses 41-51) — picture
yourself as someone standing in the crowd on the hillside lis-
tening to this rabbi who speaks about His body as the bread of
life. What questions would you ask Him? Listen for His answers
to you.
