amazing that He was
disobeyed.

Then he looked up to heaven and

“Ephphathal”’---
that is, “Be opened!

The crowd that observed the miracle
went out and proclaimed the “‘good
news’ of the wondrous thing they had
seen. This story serves as a reminder
to all of us to go out and proclaim
the ‘Good News’ of the kingdom of
God.

The first Labor Day holiday was cele-
brated on Tuesday, September 5,
1882, in New York City, and was
planned by the Central Labor Union.

In 1884, the first Monday in Septem-
ber was selected as the holiday, and
the Central Labor Union urged simi-
lar organizations in other cities to
follow the example of New York and
hold a "workingmen's holiday.

"The idea spread, and in 1885 Labor
Day was celebrated in many indus-
trial centers of the country. In
1894, Congress passed an act making
the first Monday in September of
each year a federal holiday.

Labor Day was to be observed with a
street parade to exhibit to the pub-
lic "the strength and esprit de corps
of the trade and labor organizations"
of the community, followed by a
festival for the recreation and
amusement of the workers and their
families. Now considered the last
holiday of the summer, it is rarely
thought of as the workingman’s holi-
day and more often as the beginning
of fall, the return to school, the day
the beaches close, and the turn to-
ward the end of the calendar year.
