Netflix depicting Jesus Christ as a closeted homosexual, with Bishop Joseph Strickland of Texas
joining almost two million others in speaking out against it. Some, including the bishop, have
gone as far as to cancel their subscriptions to the video streaming service.

As of the time of this writing, a Change.org petition calling on Netflix to remove the film has
gathered more than 1.8 million signatures. LifeSiteNews launched its own petition this weekend
as well, which collected almost 30,000 signatures in just seven hours (https://lifepetitions.com/

petition/dump-netflix-over-gay-jesus-adulterous-mary-blasphemy-video).

On Sunday, Bishop Strickland announced that he had canceled his subscription to the video
streaming service over the blasphemous production. Many on social media shared that they have
done the same, and condemned Netflix for airing the special.
